Text «Kazakh Writers»

Mukhtar Auezov (1897-1961) is a distinguished Kazakh
Writer, playwright and statesman was born in Semey region
of Kazakhstan. Auezov’s grandfather was a friend of the
outstanding Kazakh poet and educator Abai Kunanbaev.
He taught the future writer to read from verses of Abai’s
manuscript. Mukhtar Auezov graduated from Teacher’s
Seminary in Semipalatinsk and in 1929 from Leningrad
University. His writing career began with the play
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«Enlik - Kebek» (1917), based on the folk legend of tragic
love. In the course of his life he wrote over 20 plays and
many short stories and novels. His best work, by right, is
considered to be the epic novel «Abai», which gives a mastery
panorama of Kazakh life in the second half of the XI.\
century. The novel had an enormous influence on Kazakh
literature and had been translated into many languages. A
famous story «Kokserek» (Ferocious) was published in 1929.
It reminds the readers of Jack London’s story «The Call of
the Wild» and «White Fang». In his story Auezov portrays
a wolf as the wild beast which, although being raised by
men, remains true to his own nature and opposed to the
world of humans. The story focuses on the relations between
nature and men. It leaves room to reflection: causing good
or cruel things to nature never passes without leaving ;i
trace. Muchtar Auezov’s name is the brightest among tin-
most remarkable names of his contemporaries. He was «
prominent translator. He translated the works of Tolstoi,
Chekhov, Shakespeare, London and other masterpieces that
greatly enriched Kazakh literature. For his creative activity
this prominent Kazakh poet, educator and philosopher
was awarded State and Lenin Prizes. Muchtar Auezov wi ll
always be assosiated with Kazakh literature.

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William Shakespeare

William Shakespeare (1564-1616) was an English play-
wright and poet. Shakespeare has also been the world’s
lllost popular author. He was born in 1564 in the town of
Ntratford-upon-Avon. In his childhood he attended the
Htratford Grammar School, where he could have acquired
Considerable knowledge of Latin. He had married to Anne
Hathaway in 1582. A daughter was born to them in 1583
Und twins: a boy and a girl in 1582. The first mentioning of
Hhakespeare as dramatist was by the writer Francis Meres
[l 1598. Meres drew up a list of Shakespeare’s plays and
uiHo mentioned of his sonnets. The sonnets appeared in a
leparate edition only in 1609. Sixteen plays in collection
Were printed for the first time. Shakespeare wrote at
least 37 plays, which have traditionally been divided into
Comedies, historical ones and tragedies. These plays contain
Vivid characters of all types and from many walks of life.
Kings, pickpockets, drunkards, generals, hired Killers,
lliepherds and philosophers all mingle in Shakespeare’s
Works. Shakespeare’s masterpieces include the comedies
* Much Ado About Nothing and Twelfth Night»; the history
*Hengry V», and the tragedies «Antony and Cleopatra»,
s llamlet», «Julius Caesar», «King Lear», «Macbeth»,
+Othello» and «Romeo and Juliet». Shakespeare’s plays
Appeal to readers as well as to theatergoers. His plays - and
Ills poems - have been printed and translated infinitely many
times. Each year, hundreds of books and articles appear
on Shakespearean subjects. Thousands of schoolars from
nil over the world gather on dozens of meeting annually
to discuss topics related to Shakespeare. Special library
collections focus upon Shakespeare. Numerous motion
pictures have been made upon his plays. Composers have
written operas, musical comedies, and instrumental works
based upon his stories and characters. The world has admired
ntid respected many great writers. But only Shakespeare
lias generated such varied and continuing interest and such
constant affection. Today, there are theatres in England,
the United States, and Canada dedicated to staging some of
Shakespeare’s works yearly.

If someone asks yon
a question while your mouth is full, finish chewing before
you answer the question. Do not reach in front of someone
for a dish, the salt or the pepper. Simply say, «Please, pass
the salt». Always compliment the cook by saying, «The men|
is delicious/wonderful». When dinner is over, help clear
the dishes off the table. When you are leaving, thank your
host or hostess by saying, «Thank you for a nice evening. |

Population is about 15
million people, 53,4% of Kazakhs, 30% of Russians, 3,7%
of Ukranians, 2,5% of Uzbeks, 2,4% of Germans, 1,4% of
Uighurs, 0,7% of Koreans, 5,9% of other nationalities live
in Kazakhstan. Kazakh is the official language; Russian is
the language of international communication. The Republic
of Kazakhstan is a secular, democratic and unitary state.

The main trends of religions are Islam (sunnite) and
Christianity (orthodox, catholic and protestant). Other
world religions are also supported - Buddhism and Judaism.

The capital is Astana.

The Head of the State is the President - Nursultan
Abishevich Nazarbaev.

The highest Legislative organ is Parliament consisting
of the Senate and the Majilis. The executive power belongs
to the Government. The currency is tenge.

The
Republic’s fauna and flora are very rich. The main branches
of industry of Republic are coal mining, metalurgical,
machine building and chemical.

Kazakhstan intends
to strengthen relations with all highly developed industriali-
zed countries. Kazakhstan is a multinational state. Over 100
nationalities inhabiting Kazakhstan pursue the principles of
peaceful coexistence and cooperation and show an example
of good neighborhood and harmony in living with diferent
nations. On the 1st of December 1991 the first President in
the history of Kazakhstan was unanimously elected.

N.A. Nazarbaev became the President of the Republic of
Kazakhstan. On the 16th December 1991 the Supreme Soviet
declared the state Sovereignty of the Kazakh Republic -
a democratic state conducting its own home and foreign
policy. The Government is divided into three branches:
Legislative (the Parliament), executive (the President
and Prime Minister) and Judical (the Supreme Court, the
Constitutional Court and the Highest Arbitration Court).
The Parliament consists of two chambers: the Senate (upper
chamber) and the Mazhilis (the lower chamber). In August
1995 the new Constitution was adopted. From November 15,
1993 Kazakhstan has its own national currency. In October
1991 the first Kazakh spaceman, Hero of the Soviet Union
Tohtar Aubakirov made his flight.

Astana is the capital of the Indepenedent Republic of
Kazakhstan with population of 1000000 people. Other names
for Astana included: Akmola, Tscelinograd and Akmolinsk.
It was renamed Tscelinograd in 1961. The main reason for
this name was to promote more permanent agriculture in
Nothern Kazakhstan during the Virging Lands programme.
The city was renamed to Akmola in 1992 when Kazakhstan
gained its independence. It occupies the north-western part
of the Saryarka, on the upper course of the river Ishim. In
the eastern and south-western parts are the Ermentor and
Jeldyadyr mountains. The climate is extreme continental
and dry. Hot weather in summers bring dust storms and
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hot drying winds. Winters are long with snowy storms and
frost and strong winds.
