The meaning of a word or phenomenon is called an exact meaning. the
direct meaning is the individual meaning of each substance, with the help of which
we can distinguish  objects. For example:The words  sy’.qarjer,
da’pter,qalam,orman call the object by name, the words to’men,sy’yq,ja,an call
epy quality, the words kely’ ju’ry’,jazy’ call the action.

Words are not always spoken in the literal sense.Based on the direct
meaning of a word, there can be public variables for the meantng of words. This
type of lexical meaning is called a derivative. For example, ko’z- the direct
meaning of the word which representing a member of a human or animal vision, in
the words ku’nnin’ ko’zi,bulaqtyn’ kp’zi the word ko’z— its variables and derived
values. The direct meaning of the word til — a member of the body that is located
on the head, variables meaning — in the words ana tili,orys tili.

The word basically refers to the body. This is the beginning of the work,
the head of the mountain, and so on. The word “stop™ in these phrases is a meaning
meaning “end”. The word literally means "stop, stop.” At the same time, this word |
has the meaning “respect, respect”. For example: the hotel is waiting.

In addition to clear, precise, clear, precise words, the word must be outstanding
and artistic. The beauty of the heart is evident in the language of skillful art, with the
help of many visual aids and styles. These are: equality, epithet, mapping, metaphor,
metonymy, synecdoche. In literary theory, this is called tropic.

For example: we were
soon against the 21st year (J. Ai). 2. The healer does not care about us (article).

Homonyms and ambiguous words are similar to each other. Therefore, sometimes
they are difficult to distinguish. But this difficulty does not apply to all homonyms.
Ambigious have something in common, even if they indicate different things. but
homonyms on the contrary, they have nothing in common. When we talk about
homonyms, we cannot miss homographs and homophones, spelling and orthoepy.

Homophone (Greek [ipog "the same" ¢wvy "sound"), phonetic ambiguity in
linguistics - words that sound the same, but are written differently and have
different meanings. In the Kazakh language, homophones appear between suffixes
and roots or between pharse. Sometimes, they appear from the orthoepic norms.
For example, in the Kazakh language, the letter "x" and "h" sound the same.

Homographs are words that coincide in their spelling, but have different sound and
meaning. They can be distinguished by stress.

Paronyms are words that are similar in sound and morphemic composition, but
differ in lexical meaning.

A special type of paraphrase-euphemism.Do not steal- do no harm; stolen —
appropriate;died- —is back .

Thus, euphemisms are emphasized in different ways.. So softer to describe
unpleasant acts with good words.
Most euphemisms teach us to talk politely saving us from rudeness.

Sometimes calling a spade a spade can sound rude and cause unpleasant
feelings.. In such cases, they are replaced by more pleasant and polite words This
phenomenon is called a euphemism. Euphemism was created to speak politely and
correctly. for example, instead of "talker" "chatterbox", instead of lying “not tcHing
the whole truth”, instead stole “filch” , instead of “stealing” “don't cross the road” .
In everyday conversations there are habits of conversation replacing decent words
with obscene and rude. This phenomenon is called dysphemism. Dysphemism is
opposite to euphemism. Dysphemism begets humiliation and insult.

Dysphemisms are not literary language. People using dysphemisms in speech are

considered uncultured and ill-mannered. They are mostly found in collioquial
speech.

Phonetics (Greek. phénctekus-sound, voice) - the area of linguistics, studying the '
sound side of the language. In comparison with other areas of linguistics phonetics
provides not only speech, but also the material side of its subject — the sound ‘

system (articulation) of the person creating the sounds, that is, the speech base,
pronunciation (acoustics) of sound, audibility (perception).

In this regard. language sounds as a form of modern phonetics are considered in
the language (functional), constructive, spoken, auditory part.

Compared with unfamiliar scientific disciplines studying sound, phonetics
considers sound phenomena as an eclement of the speech system, creating a
material type of words and sentences necessary for speech communication. The
sound side of the language will be incomprehensible if it is separated from such a
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service. Even individual sounds within a word differ in relation to the content units
of the language, that is, as a representative of the phoneme (option, allophone). For
example, the word "maisok” was given in the form of a mortuary, but in the first
syllable of phoneme a, since the Kazakh language has the root of the maisok and
no root of the maisok.

The meaning of the word Phonetics.

In modern linguistics there is a wide and narrow meaning of the word phonetics. In
a broad sense, phonetics is one of the fields of science that studics language
sounds, and in a narrow sense-part of the phrase, studying vartous phenomena and
manifestations in the spoken word. As onc of the ficlds of language science in the

First is
physical, second is acoustic. Physical classification is more comfortable than
acoustic classification.

In & word. there are
several fractions based on the airwave. One word consists of several parts which
are based on airwave. A syllable 1s one vowel sound or a vowel in combination
with onc or several consonant sounds that are pronounced during the process of
speaking with onc push of exhaled air. Because when we pronounce the vowels.
they go out f{reely into the air, and the consonants on the contrary encounter
obstacles. The division of words mto a syllable is associated with a vowel sound.
How many vowel sounds in onc word will have so many syllables in a word.
because only a vowel can make a syllable. Accordingly, a consonant sound cannot
make a syllable. only by entering into onc word with a vowel sound it is included
in the syllable. For example: ka-la. o-ner. zhas-tyk. ta-ma-sha. ctc.
